PASTOR’S COLUMN

The Minnesota Catholic Bishops once
again invite all parishes to recognize January 8§,
2012, the Feast of Our Lord's Epiphany, as
Minnesota Statewide Immigration Sunday, now
in its the third year of observance. The readings
for the Feast of Our Lord's Epiphany convey a
strong message about the dignity of the human
person and the unity of the human family. All
human beings - regardless of their nationality,
race, creed or status - are "coheirs, members of
the same body, and copartners in the promise in
Christ Jesus." As Christians, we are called to
treat others as sons and daughters of God,
brothers and sisters in Christ, and temples of the
Holy Spirit.

Today in the United States there are 37
million foreign-born residents: some are natu-
ralized citizens; others are moving along the
path to citizenship; some are here as students;
most are here for employment reasons. Among
the immigrant laborers are a large number of
undocumented workers.

The Minnesota Catholic Bishops believe
that whatever their legal status, the vast major-
ity of immigrants in the United States are here
because they seek a better life for themselves
and their families — not a life of luxury and not
a life dependent upon handouts, but a livelihood
improved by the prospects of steady work.
Their decision to leave their homelands in
search on employment is what Pope Benedict
XVI called in Spe Salvi an act of hope: an ac-
tion based upon their belief that a better life, a
life more befitting human dignity, is possible.

It is important for every nation to review
and, when necessary, reform its immigration
policies and enforcement practices. In this
country, the United States Conference of Catho-
lic Bishops urges a comprehensive reform of
our immigration policies that includes: ex-
panded opportunities to reunify families, a tem-
porary worker program, and an earned legaliza-
tion program for undocumented immigrants.

Let us remember all immigrants on the
Feast of the Epiphany as we also follow the
Manifestation of the Light of the Star, which
led the Magi to the place where the Christ Child
lay in a humble manger scene. His parents
were displaced to that remote place as they
traveled to register their own household accord-
ing to the royal decree of their time. Soon the
urgent ‘Flight into Egypt’ would displace them
from their native land until the time was once
again safe for them to return to Nazareth.
