PASTOR’S COLUMN

Mention “Armageddon” and various
degrees of panic and fright immediately ensue.
In recent years motion pictures such as 2012
and the Book of Eli treat similar a theme. Only
once is the word Armageddon found in Scrip-
ture and that is in the Book of Revelation
(16:16). It is the name of a place that is men-
tioned during the context of the sixth out of
seven bowls (like the seven seals) when the
kings of the earth are assembled in this place
‘for battle on the great day of God the Al-
mighty.’

Six years ago while I was on pilgrim-
age in the Holy Land, I traveled through the
area that includes this infamous region. The
lush and fertile plain that separates Samaria
from Galilee is called Megiddo (aka the Valley
of Jezreel). Megiddo is found 12 times in the
Old Testament. Many great nations of ancient
history met there in battle over the ages and
fought bitterly, producing its lasting legacy and
notoriety. This wide area of the Valley of Meg-
gido, in Hebrew ‘Har Maggido’, unfortunately
became more famous for its battles than for its
agriculture. The reputation of the valley for
battles and bloodshed was so tenacious that the
author of Revelations took this site of Meggido
and called it Armageddon. 1t is believed that
the final battle for the last great conflict in his-
tory will take place there. This open and fertile
valley should really be the breadbasket of the
nation that produces a great yield, but its bad
reputation in history for ruin and defeat is dour
and dreadful.

Now after this introduction, I would
comment that there are plenty of ‘spiritual and
physical’ Armageddons showing up on the ra-
dar screen even today. Perhaps the most hor-
rific of our age is the growing ‘culture of death’
that has so wounded our nation, our society and
our sensibilities to respond or to protect. Next
weekend ‘Respect Life’ advocates will once
again observe the 39th anniversary of Roe v
Wade on the front steps of the State capitol.
There is and remains a current Armageddon
raging within the wombs of those expectant
mothers who seek after abortions. The battle-
field is now defined as the mother’s womb,
where more than 53 million casualties have
been lost in the war against unborn human life.
Like the fertile valley of Megiddo, the “life-
giving and nurturing’ womb of a mother should
really be the safe haven for the formation of the
human life of an unborn child that is scientifi-
cally distinct from the life of his/her mother.
