PASTOR’S COLUMN

For more than three decades now many
citizens of Minnesota gather at the State Capitol
in St. Paul to participate in the “March for
Life.” This year that March takes place today
at 2:00 p.m., marking the tragic 39th com-
memoration of the U.S. Supreme Court deci-
sion legalizing abortion-on-demand. Com-
memoration of these tragic decisions calls pub-
lic attention to the enormous toll of abortion on
society with more than 53 million unborn ba-
bies destroyed since 1973, to helping women
find positive alternatives to abortion, and to the
need for legislation to ensure protection for the
lives of innocent, unborn children. Your pres-
ence at the outdoor rally in front of the state
Capitol shows elected officials that you want
them to support pro-life legislation that protects
women and unborn babies.

I wish to acknowledge with apprecia-
tion today all the wonderful efforts that many
Catholics in the St. Croix Valley have offered
to present Respect Life issues in a very positive,
honest, and compassionate manner throughout
the year.

Next weekend a very good friend and
former parishioner, Mary Kellett will speak
during all three weekend Masses concerning an
important and more recently introduced Respect
Life Ministry that is called Prenatal Partners
for Life. Mary and her husband Don’s young-
est son, Peter, was diagnosed before his birth
with a rare chromosomal disorder. This past
August, at the age of 6 1/2 years old, Peter died.
For the past several years Mary has proclaimed
a strong and loving message to parents with
similar children and has become a powerful
advocate for the defense of human life, espe-
cially for children with adverse diagnoses while
in the wombs of their mothers.
